Participation: The project involved  835 citizens, notably 45 participants from the city of  Bulhary (Czech Republic),  
45 participants from the city of Sobor (Hungary), 45 participants from the city of Csikvánd (Hungary) and 700 participants from the city of Dunajský Klátov (Slovakia). 

Location/ Dates: The event took place in  Dunajský Klátov, Slovakia from  09/05/2014 to  11/05/2014.

Short description:  
The program of the three days’ event was realised according to the original work plan and methods, the detailed daily program was as follows:
On 9th May 2014 the guests arrived, the participants welcomed one another which was followed by the accommodation of guests. At 3:00 o'clock in the afternoon the official part of the event started. The mayor made a short ceremonial speech at the football field and the mayors of the partner municipalities greeted the participants, too. At this point we described the function and purpose of the dolls dressed in national costumes – by their exchange strengthening of the partnership took place. They could be viewed on stage and at one of the street fair stalls, too. By their cheerful, gentle program the dance group of the local school and kindergarten guaranteed the establishment of a relaxed, friendly atmosphere.
The visitors got to know each street fair tent, which provided rich information about the partners, the EU and traditions of our past as well. Meanwhile, the partners and local residents got acquainted in an informal way.
The evening finished with a folk dance performance in the form of recruiting dance, where Sobor municipality presented their traditionalist activities. The common folk melodies were followed by dance house, so the smallest ones had an opportunity to learn some basic elements of folk culture.
10th May 2014 offered a rich variety of programs. Some of these took place on the football field, the rest of the accompanying programs took place at several sites of the municipality (mayor's office, water mill at the Tőkés branch of the Danube). Local voluntary organizations and NGOs were given an opportunity to present themselves, which helped the town's population get better acquainted with their basic goals and activities. Representatives of the organizations of partners were involved in the conversation, making thus new relations with each other. The participants became aware of the importance of voluntary work, which is significant for the ensuring the recruitment for voluntary organizations.
At 3.00 p.m. the photo exhibition was opened at the mill, situated in beautiful natural surroundings, which presented the beauties of nature and less known venues of the environment we live in. Related to the topic, description of local and regional conservation activities took place here, visitors were informed about winning projects and specific opportunities of participation.
The EU-info tent, situated among the other street fair tents provided information continuously. The EU's priority themes emerged in several common, public discussion, so e.g. the present situation of families and the older generation could be discussed at international participation. Many people became acquainted with the message of the EU thematic years here, and obtained information about the rights and opportunities provided by the EU to all its citizens through the presentation.
The football awaited the children and the youth with special attractions. They could take part in creative activities held in the spirit of traditions and could try out their skills and aptitude at the adventure park with its special opportunities. At the stage the culture program paying tribute to traditions started in the afternoon – local children from the primary school and kindergarten performed, members of the local Csemadok and pensioner’s club sang traditional folk songs. These programs were appropriately complemented by girls and boys dressed in folk costumes, who were strolling in the streets among the crowd, directly teaching the participants about an important part of our historical traditions.
The evening concerts were again enjoyable for several age groups, varied styles and performers entertained the audience. 
On 11th May 2014 the partners and local people took part in joint worship service, the festive atmosphere of which pervaded the whole day. The gathered participants then took part in the wreath-laying ceremony at the World War II memorial in the municipal centre.
[bookmark: _GoBack]This was followed by a festive joint lunch, which provided a good opportunity for the partners to evaluate and comment on the days spent together. Plans for future commonly-organized events originated during the common meal, spent in good mood.
In the afternoon the football tournament started at the football pitch, which again activated several generations. Teams were made up of young people and older ones as well, the games went on in a good mood, in a friendly spirit.
The event was solemnly closed by the mayor’s short speech, which was followed by saying good-bye and the guests left for their homes.
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
